A young mom came from an unhealthy family,
spending most of her adol behind bars and
giving way to her inner rage. When she discovered
she was pregnant, she reluctantly came to Moms’
Place. She was terrified of being pregnant...
terrified that she would repeat the same cycle she
had lived herself...terrified that she wouldn’t know
how to be a mom, much less a good mom. This cou-
rageous mom chose to keep her baby. Amazing
changes and a deep softening of her spirit have
emerged. She still struggles, but chooses life &
peace instead of death & rage.

OUR MOMS ENDURE

* No healthy modeling of parenting skills

« Drop-outs, victims of abuse of all types

« Exposure to drug abuse

* Homeless, extreme poverty level

*+ No/limited access to government resources
* Poor relationship skills, absentee father

* Loss of hope for a future for self and children

MOMS' PLACE 1S THE FAMILY WHERE
A NEW FRESH START IS ALLOWED

=88% of teen moms in our initial program (5 years ago) struggled with substance abuse issues
=27% of teen moms currently enrolled struggle with substance abuse (a 74% decrease!)
=25% of teen moms from our initial program finished high school or obtained GED

=59% of teen moms currently participating have graduated high school or are currently enrolled (a 84% increase)

CARING FRIENDSHIPS HEAL

MOMS’ PLACE lives out Neighborhood Minis-
tries’ mission by creating a safe environment
for young mothers and their children to
provide friendship, community, parenting skills
and discipleship.

A dedicated group of mature women support
the young mothers, ages 13 and up, to nurture
and enhance their parental, spiritual, personal
and communal development through compas-
sionate friendships.
